Removal

Remove the center
console

Parking brake lever,
replacing .

Release the parking
brake adjuster
-Handbrake, brake
shoes, replacing .

Remove the
mechanical cable
from its segment

Take hold of the mechanical
cable and bend it to the side
so that it can be removed.

Secure a heavy wire
to the end of the
mechanical cable

Note! Raise the car.

Bend a thick metal wire
(welding rod) as illustrated.
Secure the wire in the cable
eyelet. Bend the wire over
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the eyelet.

screws for the heat
deflector plate

s work the heat

Remove the brake
caliper with the
holder and the brake
disc

Remove the mounting
screws for the brake caliper.
Hang the caliper from the
spring. Use a wire so as not
to damage the brake pipe.

Remove the locating pin
and the brake disc,

Note! Do not damage the
ABS line.
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Remove the expander

Remove:

m the return spring at
the expander

m the expander. Lift the
brake shoe slightly.
Grip the expander and
pull It outwards to
access the cable.

Unhook or pry apart the
expander (1) by the
mechanical cable to remove
it.

Remove the guide
sleave for the cable
sleeve

Insert a screwdriver
between the guide sleeve
lug and the wheel unit. Pry
apart slightly to remove the
sleeve.
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
